CODE OF CONDUCT

Sport is at the heart of communities across Victoria. Win, lose or draw, we can all make a positive contribution to sport. Volunteers, participants, coaches, administrators – there is something for everyone.

The Victorian Code of Conduct for Community Sport has been developed to assist associations, league sand clubs to promote the right behaviors and to keep sport welcoming, inclusive and fun.

We all want people to continue to participate and enjoy community sport. Inappropriate behaviors should not be tolerated and we all have apart to play in ensuring we set the right standards.

The Code and a range of other resources can provide some practical solutions for associations, leagues and clubs to assist with their everyday activities.
Every person: spectator, player, club member, official, participant, administrator, coach, parent or member f the community involved with the sport, should work to ensure that:

1. inclusion of every person regardless of their age, gender or sexual orientation

2. inclusion of every person regardless of their race, culture or religion

3. opportunities for people of all abilities to participate in the sport and to develop to their full potential

4. respect is shown towards others, the club and the broarder community

5. a safe and inclusive environment of all

6. elimination of violent or abusive behavior

7. protection from sexual harassment or intimidation

8. The Code applies to community sport, training and club sanctioned activities.
